Age: 
In 2012, the prevalence of disability in MN was: 

· 10.2 percent for persons of all ages 

· 0.5 percent for persons ages 5 and under 

· 5.0 percent for persons ages 5 to 17 

· 8.2 percent for persons ages 18 to 64 

· 31.7 percent for persons ages 65+
Disability Type: 
In 2012, the prevalence of the six disability types among persons of all ages in MN was: 

· 3.1% reported a Visual Disability 

· 2.7% reported a Hearing Disability 

· 3.2% reported an Ambulatory Disability 

· 3.2% reported a Cognitive Disability 

· 3.2% reported a Self-Care Disability 

· 3.1% reported an Independent Living Disability 
Hispanic/Latino: 
In 2012, the prevalence of disability among persons of all ages of Hispanic or Latino origin in MN was 6.4 percent. 

Race: 
In MN in 2012, the prevalence of disability was: 

· 10.2 percent among Whites 

· 13.9 percent among Black / African Americans 

· 6.5 percent among Asians 

· 16.4 percent among Native Americans 

· 5.6 percent among persons of some other race(s)
