Flashlight, extra batteries, battery-powered radio, whistle, candles, waterproof matches, lighter
First aid kit, dust masks, red bandana

Medications

Money (cash, credit cards, checkbook)

Personal hygiene items, hand sanitizer, soap, household chlorine bleach
Shoes, work gloves, rain gear

Plastic garbage bags, toolkit
